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“Hina” is an old Japanese word meaning “countryside,"and is suggestive of
beautiful nature and an easygoing atmosphere in contrast to the elegant and
sophisticated ambience of the city. Tano, where we have the brewery, is in the
heart of nature’s bounty, near the beautiful sea, mountains and rivers. Junmai
Daiginjo Hina embodies a perfect combination of the easygoingness of nature and
sophisticated craftsmanship. This sake is precisely “rare even in the countryside”.
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Mai (a type of dance) and
sake-two things which
make the heart buoyed up
with joy-bring us so much
consolation to relieve our
daily stress. With something
common like this, both
mai-dance and sake have
long been loved and kept
alive by the Japanese
people. We, the maker,
hope this sake named Maj
will help you enjoy yourself
and invite you to feel mellow
with your heart danc ng like
mai-dance.
